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Plan Review Clarification 
 

       Dave Ackison took over as Chair 
 

A)  
1) Eric Kingston provided a summary of the plan 

review process.  
2) There was discussion on notifications and the 

conflicts that arise. Specifically, if an LEC doesn’t 
agree with Plan Review, no inspection is scheduled. 

3) Contractor Don McKay joined the meeting and 
shared his experience with plan review and how it 
affected his business. 

  

B) Ron Bergeron presented his views: 
1) There should be no permit comparisons to 

drawings. 
2) Audits should be conducted of plans with 

discrepancies 
3) Authors of drawings submitted should show 

proof of Code training including Code upgrade 
courses 

4) Authors showing discrepancies should be 
reported to their provincial organizations 

 
C) Steve Green suggested that if inspectors notice 

something that was not noted at plan review, it should 
be done at the rough in stage and not the final stage.

Inspection Inconsistency 
 

1) Doug McGinley raised the issue of an inspector not 
passing installations passed by a previous inspector one 
year before.

b) This means retrofitting is not required but future

Incident Report Distribution

safety in their firms. 

2) Monthly emails with industry updates (incident reports, 
recalls etc.) are being sent in one area by the senior 
inspector
